
1. Draw the simple outlines of Sarah’s face 
 on the paper plate
2. Paint on her eyes, mouth, pink cheeks and hat etc.   
 and outline all in black with paint or black marker
3. Cut out the hat and hair pieces from coloured card, 
 as shown
4. Paint a black outline around the edges of the hat, 
 or use a thick black marker
5. Glue the hat and bobble pieces together as shown
6.  Glue the hat and hair pieces to the back of the plate, 
 and hold in place until the glue is dry
